I am writing to alert you to the need for improvement in the current state of concessions in South Australia. I believe concessions form an important part of the Australian welfare system, particularly as they can be used as a way of attaining social, economic or environmental goals. As a member of your electorate I am concerned that the concessions system in SA is outdated and unsustainable, with many concessions available on an inequitable basis and maintained at unrealistic rates.
I believe it is time for change in the way concessions are managed in South Australia. For example, we must ensure concessions are equitable: people in similar economic circumstances should receive the same benefits, and people on higher incomes should not be eligible for concessions they do not require. Concessions should ensure equity is maintained while those with limited access to goods or services receive the added assistance they require, so when costs such as electricity or water bills rise, this should be reflected in the concession available.

In light of these issues, I would like to draw your attention to the work of the South Australian Council of Social Service, the peak non-government representative body for community services in South Australia. SACOSS has released a paper outlining the issues in the current concessions system and I urge you to consider the principles raised in this document.
With the right policies – policies that look to the long term future of our State – we can all help make people the foundation of policy in SA beyond the four-year cycle. By focusing on long term, preventative policies, you can help to ensure the prosperity of all South Australians.
