I am writing to alert you to the need for improvement in the current state of housing affordability in South Australia. I believe having a roof over your head is one of the most fundamental of human needs – every person requires somewhere they can enjoy safety, privacy, rest and recreation. As a member of your electorate I am concerned that significant numbers of South Australians are unable to access appropriate and affordable housing, meaning many face the risk of ill-health and becoming socially excluded.
I believe it is time for change in the area of housing affordability in South Australia. For example, we must begin to identify and apply early intervention strategies to prevent homelessness and issues surrounding inappropriate housing, to target people who are at risk of becoming homeless or who may suffer the negative consequences of living in unaffordable and inappropriate housing. South Australia also needs an increase in social housing stocks across the spectrum of housing types, including public and community housing, and our ageing housing infrastructure needs to be upgraded.
In light of these issues, I would like to draw your attention to the work of the South Australian Council of Social Service, the peak non-government representative body for community services in South Australia. SACOSS has released a paper outlining the issues in the current child protection system and I urge you to consider the principles raised in this document.
With the right policies – policies that look to the long term future of our State – we can all help make people the foundation of policy in SA beyond the four-year cycle. By focusing on long term, preventative policies, you can help to ensure the prosperity of all South Australians.
